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Sakagami Challenge Championships

Medals were the order of the day on
Sunday February 17th, as the three
Dhesi siblings travelled to Leicester
for the Sakagami Challenge Champi-
onships. Teerth, Charan and Amrit
were the only Wado UK Karate-Ka at
the event, due to the Northern Region-
al Squad session on the same day.
That certainly didn’t mean that the re-
turn journey home to Hull was a baron
one. In actual fact the young trio re-
turned with 8 medals in total, includ-
ing 1 gold, 4 silver and 3 bronze.
The best result of the day was the gold
medal won by Amrit, in his Kumite
category. An excellent result consider-
ing his tender 7 years. This was in ac-
tual fact his third and final medal of
the day, as he had earlier won an indi-
vidual bronze for his efforts in his Ka-
ta division, and a silver medal when he
teamed up with Teerth and Charan in
the team Kata section. A full gold, sil-
ver and bronze set for Amrit, and an
excellent start for the youngsters.

Charan did well in her individual cate-
gories also, where in her Kata category
she took the silver. This was her first
medal, but she was also to add to this
by adding not only the silver from the
team event mentioned above, but also
a further silver as she joined forces
with brother Teerth in the pairs Kata
section. Three medals so far and she
still had one more to come, as she bat-
tled hard in her Kumite group and se-
cured her fourth and final medal of the
day, a bronze. Again another excellent
days work.
Teerth the eldest of the small squad
wasn’t in the mood to be outdone, so
he set about making a name for him-
self also. His individual Kata group
finished with him being in the bronze
medal slot, meaning that his Kata divi-
sions finished with him having a
bronze and two silver medals hung
around his neck. However there was
still one chapter to complete, as he
moved over to focus on the Kumite

discipline. Here too he would reap the
rewards of his dedication and commit-
ment, as he managed to reach the final.
It would have been the icing on the
cake if he had won the gold medal
here, but there was to be no fairy-tale
ending, after battling hard and giving
all he had, Teerth was unfortunately
pipped at the post. This did mean
though that he had secured a very im-
pressive silver medal in what was to
be our final medal of the day.
Overall then it was a small Wado UK
squad which attended the competition,
yet the medal tally looked as though it
had been taken by a much larger one.
8 medals which included a gold, four
silver and three bronze medals is an
incredible achievement. One which the
youngsters should be very proud of.
Well done guys, and a very big thank
you to dad Mak for travelling the long
distance to Leicester giving them the
opportunity to compete.

Karate is once again at the fore-front of Olympic atten-
tion, as it comes under the scrutiny of the International
Olympic Committee for inclusion into the 2020 Olympic
games.
During the lifetime of the World Karate Federation,
1990 to the present, and its predecessor WUKO from
1970, it has strived to gain enough support for this to
happen. There have been only two presidents of the
WKF during all this time. The late Jacques Delcourt of
France, and presently Antonio Espinos of Spain. During
these 40+ years, Inclusion into the games and what
would be the greatest test of a Karate-Ka’s skills,
strengths and determination has been paramount in both
Presidents mandates.
The Executive Board of the IOC recommended that
Wrestling, governed by the International Federation of
Associated Wrestling Styles (FILA), not be included on
the list of core sports. Wrestling will now join the seven
shortlisted sports, baseball/ softball, karate, roller sports,
sport climbing, squash, wakeboarding and wushu vying
for inclusion in the 2020 Olympic programme as an ad-
ditional sport.
The eight sports are scheduled to make presentations to
the Executive Board at its meeting in St Petersburg, Rus-

sia in May. The EB will select which of the eight sports to recommend to the 125th IOC Session for inclusion as
an additional sport on the 2020 programme.
Not for the first time Karate is stealing the march on the other shortlisted sports, however having won the poll
previously and subsequently losing out to rugby 7’s there is still a long way to go.
It is possible for anyone to vote for the sport they feel should win inclusion, and to this end we would invite all
our members to vote for Karate if they so wish. To do this you can follow the simple instructions by either
clicking on the photo to the left or link below, or by copying and pasting the link  into your web browser. The
simple two step procedure does include voting on the sport which you consider should be removed from the list
of included sports.
